		  The project aims at increasing the diversity of kantele music and its 
presentation to the public with new forms of cross-border activities. To do 
so, project partners are developing a new joint Finnish-Russian Kantele Music 
programme which will be presented in three different tours to the audience 
on both sides of the border. Additionally, master courses are being organised 
to spread the knowledge on new techniques in playing kantele, as well as 
a youth forum to teach children how to play this instrument. In parallel, 
research activities are being conducted to gather international experiences 
in ethnic music promotion and to find new cultural niches for kantele music. 
Finally, Kantele Fusion concerts will take place, both live and streamed, so 
that they can reach larger audiences.
